Scott Thornbury ETp, March 2009

� The language grows and organizes itself

� The conditions to optimise the productive
potential of formulaic language.

How children’s grammar emerges-
children don’t unpack language

� Formulaic langauge speeds up the 
process of speech production

� Formulaic language helps produce new
utterances, spot some regularities in the 
language, create templates, form a 
mental phrasebook.

� Formulaic language slowly releases its
internal structure

A colony of ants

� The capacity of an ant colony to react in 
unison to a threat as if they were a single 
organism is the aggregate effect of 
relatively simple interactions between
individual members.
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� Exposure-a rich diet of formulaic
language

� Focus on form-noticing and pattern
extraction

� A positive social dynamic-pragmatic use

�Opportunities for use-increase automacity
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� Six-question game
� Letter dice (five letters, 

sentence relevant to the
topic)

Practising fixed phrases

� Drama

� Role-plays

� Raps

� Songs

spot?
